not to the end of the paper
5. Use tape or staple the 2 ends together (or we can do it for you)
6. Turn your Lantern in at a Lantern Drop-Off box |ocated at: The Temple of
Kwan Tai, FBUSD or MUSD front office, CV Starr or the Mendocino Community Center,
Need help?
